e Damaging or stealing school property

® Racist, homophobic or discriminatory behaviour (we learn about words and
phrases that are not appropriate to use in school)

e Having any banned items — these will be taken away (mobile phones must be

handed in as soon as we get to sc sy

What are the consequences?

e We get a warning when we are not showing the school values. If we continue
with this behaviour, we will be given reflection time at breaktime. We use this
time to think about what went wrong and how to fix the problem next time.
Our teachers will share this with our parents and carers.

o If we keep showing the misbehaviour, our Assistant Headteacher will decide
on the next steps. If the misbehaviour continues, it will be dealt with by the
Head of School.

e Lunchtime incidents are dealt with at lunchtimes by the adult who has seen or
been told about the behaviour.

e If behaviour is really serious, the Head of School can give a class exclusion
where we would have to complete our work in another class. If behaviour

does not improve after this, a pupil may be suspended from school for some
time. This may be because of:

o Physical assault of adults/ pupils
o Continuous disruption to learning
o Damage to property
